





3. Students should work in groups of three to role play the scenario. One person will be the mediator. The
other two will be the disputing parties.

4. Review the “Steps in Mediation” contained in Worksheet 11-1.
5. Give the students 10 minutes to mediate the scenario, and then ask the following questions:
a. What happened in the mediation?
b. How would going to court be different?
c. Discuss the advantages and disadvantages of taking a case to court.
Advantages: Court is expensive, takes away time from work, leaves a relationship strained and the
judge makes a decision.
Disadvantages: Mediation leaves the decision up to the parties, it is not expensive, and the decision is

not binding and can be reuvisited.

Evaluation: Observation, feedback/questioning, accuracy of activities and Scoreboard (for Scoreboard
directions see “Assessment”).

Outside Resource Person (ORP): The following ORPs might be utilized: attorney, law enforcement officer
or school resource officer (SRO).
