





2. Put the students into cooperative groups of three to five. Distribute Worksheet 5-2.

3. Ask each group to choose a recorder.

4. Tell the students to read the questions, and as a group, decide on the response. Instruct the students
to be prepared to defend their answers with the laws found in Chapter 5. Give the groups five to
seven minutes to formulate their answers.

5. Call time. Have the recorders from each group read their responses.

6. After the activity, discuss how important decision-making skills are when it comes to drugs and
alcohol. Ask the students to discuss other things that might help teens make better decisions about

alcohol and substance abuse.

Evaluation: Observation, feedback/questioning, accuracy of activities and Scoreboard (for Scoreboard
directions see “Assessment”).

Outside Resource Person (ORP): The following ORPs might be utilized: local judge, attorney, law
enforcement officer or school resource officer (SRO).

Taking Home the Law: Have students take home Worksheet 5-3 and complete with their parents/
guardians.
