





In 2003, the Judiciary of Guam became a unified judicial system comprised of the Supreme Court
and the Superior Court, Guam’s independent and coequal branch of government. The mission of the
Judiciary is to administer justice by interpreting and upholding the laws, resolving disputes in a
timely manner, and providing accessible, efficient and effective court services.
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The Alabama Center for Law & Civic Education (the “Center”) is a 501(c)3 nonprofit corporation that
has served since 1990 as a teacher training and resource center. It is dedicated to
educating citizens by improving civic knowledge, civic skills and civic character.

Play by the Rules was created and is directed by the Center. This award-winning crime prevention
model for teaching state and territory specific law to middle school students, teachers and parents is
based on the Play by the Rules: Alabama Laws for Youth program first published in 2001.

The Play by the Rules program was awarded a Byrne grant by the U.S. Department of Justice,
Office of Justice Programs. The Play by the Rules National Project is a multi-year project to
facilitate the expansion of Play by the Rules into other jurisdictions.
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
