


Class Participation:

Play by the Rules contains many interactive lessons. Studies show that interactive lessons are essential
components of law-related education and the development of positive attitudes and civic participation.
Use the rubric provided to assess each student’s participation.
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Taking Home the Law:

Each day, students will be given a Taking Home the Law lesson to complete with their parents/guard-
ians. Check for completion of the assignment.

Parent & Student Response Forms:

To encourage full participation, consider giving a grade or extra points to students who return the
parental and student response forms.

Posttest:

After studying Play by the Rules, students will take the Posttest which can be used as a grade. Compare
these scores with the Pretest in order to measure knowledge gain. These averages should be recorded on
the Teacher Response Form found in the Appendix.
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
