





5. Can teachers or administrators open my locker and/or search my belongings?
Yes. If school officials have “reasonable suspicion,” they may search your locker, purse, book bag,
vehicle, etc. (p. 42)

6. What rights do I have if I am suspended or expelled?
What are my responsibilities?
You can be suspended from class for “good cause.” Your parents or guardian must be notified if you
are suspended or expelled. If you are expelled, you must still go to school if you are under 18 years
old. (pp. 42-43)
