





RELEVANT EDUCATION ABOUT THE LAW

Project REAL, the Foundation for Relevant Education About the Law, is a 501(c)(3) nonprofit
organization created in 2005 by Las Vegans Irwin Molasky and Samuel Lionel. The mission of Project
REAL is to help students understand the basic principles of democracy and the law. The Foundation
provides students with a variety of opportunities, both in the community and in their classrooms, to
explore our judicial system, current issues, and the rights and responsibilities of citizens.
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The Alabama Center for Law & Civic Education (the “Center”) is a 501(c)(3) nonprofit corporation that
has served since 1990 as a teacher training and resource center. It is dedicated to
educating citizens by improving civic knowledge, civic skills and civic character.

This award-winning crime prevention
model for teaching state and territory-specific law to middle school students, teachers and parents is
based on the Play by the Rules: Alabama Laws for Youth program first published in 2001.

The Play by the Rules National Project is a multi-year project to facilitate the expansion of Play by the
Rules into other jurisdictions. The Play by the Rules program was awarded a Byrne grant by the U.S.
Department of Justice, Office of Justice Programs, for this purpose.
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
