




a.	 City Council (The council’s job is to run the council meeting, question presenters and make a 
decision on the proposal.)

b.	 Police Officers 

c.	 School Board

d.	 Families Against Violence

e.	 Students for Rights of Youth

f. 	 Local Merchants Association 

6. 	 Conduct the mock city council meeting. Allow each group three minutes to present its position.

7. 	 Once the presentations are complete, the city council should discuss the arguments and reach a 
decision. The council should base its rationale on the most compelling testimony presented. Have the 
council announce its decision and rationale.

Evaluation: Observation, feedback, questioning, accuracy of activities and Scoreboard (for Scoreboard 
directions see “Assessment”).

Outside Resource Person (ORP): The following ORPs might be utilized: city council member, law 
enforcement officer, school resources officer (SRO) or school administrator.
