




Law Focused Education, Inc. (LFEI) is the affiliate of the Law-Related Education unit of the State Bar of 
Texas. The mission of the organization is to plan, promote and support law-related education programs that 
are aimed at preparing elementary, middle and high school students for effective, responsible citizenship, 
and that are committed to liberty, justice and the rule of law. 

The Alabama Center for Law & Civic Education (ACLCE) is a 501(c)(3) nonprofit corporation that has 
served since 1990 as a teacher training and resource center. It is dedicated to educating citizens by improving 
civic knowledge, civic skills and civic character.

Play by the Rules was created and is directed by ACLCE. This award-winning crime prevention model for 
teaching state and territory-specific law to middle school students, teachers and parents is based on the Play 
by the Rules: Alabama Laws for Youth program first published in 2001.
